Are there Changes to reports issued to BSC Parties?
Yes, we will be changing the SAA-I014 “Settlement Report” issued to Parties. The structure of these changes will be set out in a new version of the IDD Part 1 spreadsheet, which will be available for review, along with all other BSC Configurable Items amended for the November 15 Release, on 12 June 2015.
Who else will the November 15 Release Impact?

There will be new “D-flows” to be sent across the Data Transfer Network for P300 and P305 and a new “P-flow” for P305. The SVA Data Catalogue volume 1 will be updated to capture these new flows. Suppliers and HH Party Agents will be impacted.
There will be two separate issues of the NHHDA and EAC/AA software, although the first of these will deliver a Windows upgrade to the systems and will be optional; the second issue of the NHHDA and EAC/AA software will deliver changes for P305 and all NHHDAs and NHHDCs will be required to implement the new versions of the software by 5 November 2015. 

The remaining approved CPs in the June 15 Release do not impact BSC Central systems or BSC Parties; however, Party Agents will be impacted as shown below – please refer to the relevant pages of the ELEXON website for more detail about individual CPs:
· CP1430 no impacts;
· CP1431 impacts HH Data Collectors;
· CP1432 impacts HH Data Collectors and HH Data Aggregators;
· CP1437 no impacts;
· CP1438 no impacts; and
· CP1439 impacts SVA HH Meter Operator Agents.
Will there be a BSC Agent Downtime?

There will be a BSC Agent Downtime on 3 November 2015 to deploy the changes to CVA BSC Systems for P305 and P309, during which time the BMRA, CDCA, ECVAA and SAA systems will be unavailable and the timing of reports from these systems may be affected. We will issue an ELEXON Circular one week before the Downtime to confirm the details.
Changes to the SVAA system for P300 and P309 will either be deployed with the CVA BSC Systems on 3 November 2015 or will be deployed out of working hours, so will not impact BSC Parties.

A short outage of the PARMS system will be required on the evening of 4 November 2015 to deploy the amendments to PARMS for P300.
